	“Try before you buy” in Term One 

If you sign up for Music in term one:

· You will be taken out of your Arts class and enrolled in a Music class instead: Choir, Guitar Ensemble, Strings or Concert Band, depending on your instrument. 
For most students, this will not affect any other subjects. 
For a few students (depending on instrument choice and teacher availability) we may need to adjust your Technology or Language class as well, to fit you in the right Music class.

· You will be issued with a school instrument, if you play brass, woodwind and strings. (Refer to hire agreement info, next page.)
· You will receive weekly 35-minute Instrumental Music lessons with a specialist teacher, during school hours.

· You will be expected to practise at home regularly.

· The Music Levy and Hire Fees won’t be charged (yet).


	At the end of term one, if parents/carers notify the Music department that a student has chosen not to continue with Music:

· The student will be taken out of the Music class and re-enrolled in their Arts class at the start of term two.
· The weekly Instrumental Music lessons will stop.

· The Music Levy will not be charged.

· The hire fee will not be charged, as long as the instrument is returned promptly.

If you decide to continue with Music in term Two

· You will stay in the Music class.

· You will continue with weekly Instrumental Music lessons.

· You continue to practise at home regularly.

· The full year’s Music Levy of $375.00 will be added to your school account.
· The full year’s Hire Fee of $140.00 will be added to your school account (if required).

	· Percussion students will use school equipment during Music classes and Instrumental lessons at school. It would be an advantage if they could have a drum kit at home to practise with from term two onwards, if possible. 
· Voice students obviously own their instrument already. It would be an advantage if they could have access to a piano or keyboard instrument at home to assist with singing practice and theory work, if possible.

· Guitars and Bass Guitars are not available to hire. In 


	order to practise during the “try before you buy” stage, students can: i) practise at lunchtimes and recess using school instruments; ii) see if they can borrow an instrument from family or friends iii) purchase an instrument – in which case, it’s a good idea to get advice from your guitar or bass guitar teacher.

· Students learning Woodwind (flute clarinet, sax), Brass (Trumpet, French Horn, trombone, Euphonium, Tuba) or Strings (Violin, Viola, Cello, Double Bass) can hire an instrument from the school. 




	
	Instrument Hire Agreement

For Woodwind, Brass and Strings (violin, viola, cello and double bass)
· All reasonable care should be taken against loss, theft or damage to the instrument.

· The hirer must pay for any repairs or replacement due to neglect, loss or accidental damage. 

· The Instrumental teacher will explain how to care for the instrument, and students are expected to follow this advice.
· There will be no hire charge for a student who only learns during term one, but all other conditions of this hire agreement will apply during term one.
· The hire fee is $140.00 per year, if the student continues after term one.
· Parents should arrange this payment with the school office by Tuesday 29/04/25.
· In 2025 – 2027 the annual hire fee will be charged automatically until the school is notified by parents that the student will not require the hire instrument in the following year, or until the student leaves BSE.

	If you already own an instrument, or you are planning to purchase an instrument

	Where possible, we recommend this option. 
· Students who own their instrument tend to show more commitment to practising. 
· Instruments generally hold their re-sale value well, so parents avoid the expense of hiring. 

Music teachers will be happy to offer advice on brands, models and prices, and we encourage parents/carers to check with teachers before purchasing – there are lots of poor-quality brands on the market.
If you already own an instrument, please bring it to the first lesson so the Instrumental Music teacher can make sure it will suitable.


Payments for students continuing Music after term one
Parents should arrange payment of the 2025 Music Levy and Hire Fees (if required) with the general office by Tuesday 29/04/25.
Please note: The money paid as the Music Levy or the Hire Fee is required by the Music department for the full year, and therefore payments are non-refundable.
The Music Levy is $375.00 per year, for all Music students, unless they have Instrumental lessons outside school.
Please Note: The full year’s Music Levy will be charged for students who continue lessons in term two onwards. The lessons in term one are not free – it’s just that the payment is delayed until term two, to let students try the Music classes and see if they want to continue.
In 2025 – 2027 the annual Music Levy will be charged automatically until the school is notified by parents that the student is not continuing in the Music Program, or until the student leaves BSE.

The Hire Fee is $140 per year (see hire agreement details above).

In 2025 – 2027 the annual hire fee (if required) will be charged automatically until the school is notified by parents that the student will not require the hire instrument in the following year, or until the student leaves BSE.
A student whose Music Levy or hire fees have not been paid by Tuesday 29/04/25, and whose parents/carers have not discussed alternative arrangements with the business manager, will be at risk of losing his/her place in the program. 
That’s the last thing we want to see. 
Please contact the school office or Mr Stephen Briggs, Music coordinator, and let us know what we can do to help in this situation.
